Why join the BNI Webring?

By joining www.BNIWebRing.com, chapters from Inverness to Truro and Galway to Canterbury can, with immediate effect, enable their members to directly communicate with colleagues in any other BNI chapter that is also registered on the Webring.  eReferrals™ can be passed between chapters and across international borders.  In addition any member can obtain accurate, up-to-the-minute details about the members, businesses and leadership teams at the click of a button.

Among the many exciting features of the BNI WebRing are:

•
The opportunity for anyone – BNI member or not – to obtain the details of members and their services.  

•
The technology for members to send or receive eReferrals™ with others who are subscribed to the webring.

•
The facility to link chapters and members via the international BNI web community to their own chapter’s website.

•
The benefit to individual members of being able to advertise their own company’s website, to thousands of BNI members.

How does a chapter subscribe?

Log-on to www.BNIWebRing.com and click on the Subscribe button.  This brings up the BNIWebRing subscription form.  Enter your details, (N.B. The Admin Email is important.   This address is used by chapter members to notify changes of their details.  These changes require the approval of the chapter administrator and therefore the administrator’s email address must always be kept up to date. You will be asked for an Admin Logon and Password.  This information allows you to access the chapter administration area so only the leadership team and the nominated webring administrator should know your access codes.
What does the chapter have to do once it has subscribed?

You will be emailed a ‘Welcome’ email giving you the direct link to your chapter area, along with basic instructions for members to enter their individual information.  We recommend that you forward this email to all of your chapter members.   A comprehensive guide on how to use the BNIWebRing may be found by clicking the help button (found at lower left hand side of the webpage) 

When members enter their details, the nominated webring administrator will receive emails advising them that there are new or updated entries awaiting approval.  The administrator will then need to access the Chapter Admin area where they will be able to approve, delete and amend members’ entries as well as change the leadership, contact and chapter log-on details.  The administrator must ensure members have entered an email address if they wish to send or receive eReferrals™.
How to get the best from your BNIWebRing area?

Apart from the obvious speedy access to members’ contact details, a description about your chapter is displayed here.  This description should contain your meeting time and venue.  You could also announce awards, visitor days, stack days, success stories or the kind of professions you are looking for.  Individual members can use their own description areas for promotion or special offers.  

To help generate more referrals for your chapter, links can be placed on individual members’ websites. These links will lead to your chapter area rather than to the BNIWebRing homepage.  Members can also email their family, friends and colleagues with their chapter area link, advising that personal introductions can be made to any of the listed members. This should generate more referrals and raise the awareness of your chapter’s membership.

Practical BNIWebRing features?

A facility to print the membership list, including leadership details, allows a quick reference sheet to be handed out in your chapter. (It is advisable that your chapter webring administrator enters, with permission, any members who do not have web access, so that your chapter list is complete).  The second feature is the facility to print out individual members entries, providing more information about a members’ business than can found on a business card.  Finally if you do not have a business card at hand when referring someone but have access to the internet, then the member’s entry could be printed out and passed to your contact.
