With a good promotion through social media and via your contacts, your video could be watched by thousands of people, so this could be your moment of fame and you may even have some fun doing it.)
4) Prizes – (There are plenty of prizes up for grabs, from a professional video for one of your businesses to Ecademy membership to cash for the chapter.)
