Promoting other members’ businesses 
Start by asking the members…. 
As a follow up to last week let’s have a look at how we can all help each other to find more referrals!

Ask the group…

How many ways are there that you could promote another members business?

Wait for responses and 2 or 3 of them.  You may need to prompt them – if so suggest one way (an article in your newsletter) to get suggestions flowing.

There are some goods ones there.  Can someone give me a specific example of something they are doing to actively promote someone else’s business?

Wait for responses….  

Thank the person/s who volunteered.  If there are no volunteers, move on.

Here are five methods we suggest – you might like to write these down.

1. insert a flyer about their business in one of your mailings to customers

2. include an article about their business in your newsletter

3. write a letter of recommendation that they can use in their mailings

4. write a testimonial on your company letterhead and give it to them to use

5. include them in any promotional activity you do, particularly if the two businesses are compatible – e.g. Mortgage Finance and Property Sales
